Special Called Meeting – Budget Work Session
Monday, June 17, 2013
The Town Council of the Town of Haw River held a Special Called Meeting for a Budget Work Session on Monday, June 17, 2013 in the Haw River Municipal Building at 6:30pm.

Council Members Present: Buddy Boggs, Lee Lovette, Jeff Fogleman, and Kelly Allen, and Ashley Warren
Council Members Absent: n/a
Also Present: Manager Jeff Earp, Clerk Melanie Hamilton

Mayor Boggs called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.
Manager Earp presented the Council with changes to his proposed 2013-2014 Town of Haw River budget. The changes were as follows:

Revenues

· General Fund - 10-370-0000 Admin Grant – Increased $125,000 for the Main Street Sidewalk Project grant funding (moved from Powell Bill)

· Powell Bill Fund – 20-399-0000 NCDOT Main St Sidewalk Project – Decreased $175,000 (Originally budgeted incorrectly at $175,000 and should have been $125,000. The $125,000 has been moved to the General Fund)
· Powell Bill Fund – 20-399-0100 Fund Balance Appropriated – Increased $25,000 to cover the Town’s Match to the Main Street Sidewalk Project Grant Funding

Expenditures

· General Fund – 10-410-5300 Governing Body Dues & Subscriptions – Increased $200 due to an NCLM rate increase
· General Fund – 10-410-5700 Governing Body Miscellaneous Expense – Decreased $200 to cover the NCLM rate increase

· General Fund – 10-560-7300 Public Works Capital Outlay Other Improvements – Increased $125,00 for the Main Street Sidewalk Project (moved from Powell Bill)

· General Fund – 10-660-0950 Non-Departmental Unemployment Insurance Expense – Increased $3,600 for legislated unemployment insurance reserve fund

· General Fund – 10-660-5400 Non-Departmental Bonds and Insurance – Decreased $3,600 due to a lower than expected Property and Liability Insurance Quote

· Powell Bill Fund – 20-570-4500 Contracted Services – Increased by $25,000 to cover the Town’s Match to the Main Street Sidewalk Project Grant Funding

· Powell Bill Fund – 20-570-9000 Main Street Sidewalk Project – Decreased by $175,000 (Originally budgeted incorrectly at $175,000 and should have been $125,000. The $125,000 has been moved to the General Fund)

· Water/Sewer Fund – 30-720-0950 Unemployment Insurance Expense – Increased by $10,500 for legislated unemployment insurance reserve fund and to cover an ex-employee drawing unemployment

· Water/Sewer Fund – 30-720-9700 Contingency – Decreased by $10,500 to cover the increase in the unemployment insurance expense
Manager Earp then presented the Council with a comparison of water/sewer deposits for surrounding municipalities. It was the consensus of the Council that the current water/sewer deposit rate should not be changed. 
Manager Earp then provided the Council with a change in the Privilege License Fee Schedule. Section 46, previously titled Cyber-Gambling Establishments, has been replaced by the following:

1. CYBER SWEEPSTAKES/INTERNET ACESS SALES ESTABLISHMENTS: 


Any for-profit business or enterprise, whether as a principal or an accessory use, where persons utilize electronic machines, including but not limited to computers and gaming terminals, to conduct games, including but not limited to sweepstakes, and where cash, merchandise or other items of value are redeemed or otherwise distributed, whether or not the value of such distribution is determined by electronic games played or by predetermined odds. Such businesses or enterprises may have as a part of its operation the running of one or more games or processes with any of the following characteristics: (1) payment, directly or as an intended addition to the purchase of a product, whereby the customer receives one or more electronic sweepstakes tickets, cards, tokens or similar items entitling or empowering the customer to enter a sweepstakes, and without which item the customer would be unable to enter the sweepstakes; or, (2)  payment, directly or as an intended addition to the purchase of a product, whereby the customer can request a no purchase necessary free entry of one or more sweepstakes tickets or other item entitling the customer to enter a sweepstakes. This term CYBER SWEEPSTAKES/INTERNET ACESS SALES ESTABLISHMENTS include, but is not limited to, internet cafes, internet sweepstakes, video sweepstakes or cybercafés, who have a finite pool of winners.  This does not include any lottery endorsed or permitted by the State of North Carolina.
