Town Council Meeting

Monday, November 2, 2015
The Town Council of the Town of Haw River held its Town Council Meeting on Monday, November 2, 2015 in the Haw River Municipal Building at 7:00pm.

Mayor Boggs called the meeting to order and gave the invocation at 7:00 pm.

Mayor Boggs announced a five year service award for Clerk Melanie Eveker. 

Public Hearing

The Town Council held a public hearing to consider the following change/amendment to the Town’s Code of Ordinances:

1. Change/amendment will be located under Title III: Administration Chapter 32: Departments, Boards and Commissions, Section 32.15 Board of Adjustments: Creation; Members.

2. Change/amendment will be located under Title IX: General Regulations Chapter 90: Parks and Recreation, Section 90.05 Prohibited Activities. 

3. Change/amendment will be located under Title XIII: General Offenses Chapter 131: Offenses Against Public Peace and Safety, Section 131.01 Discharge of Firearms Regulated.

4. Change/amendment will be located under Title XV: Land Usage Chapter 155: Zoning Ordinance.

The mayor opened the public hearing regarding changes/amendments to the Town’s Code of Ordinances. Manager Earp reviewed these changes with the Council and the public. No members of the public chose to speak and the Mayor closed the public hearing.

The Council considered approval of minutes from the October 5, 2015 regular meeting.
Councilmember Allen made a motion to approve the consent agenda as presented. Motion carried 5-0.

New Business

The Council received a presentation of the results of the annual Fiscal Year Audit (2014-2015) from Jim Winston from Winston Williams Creech Evans & Company LLP.
Jim Winston from Winston, Williams, Creech, Evans & Company, LLP spoke to the council regarding the recent audit that was completed for fiscal year ending June 30, 2015. The firm issued an unqualified opinion for the town, which is the best possible result for this audit. Mr. Winston guided the council through a presentation (presentation outline attached) detailing the major points of the audit and provided some insight into the results.

The Council reviewed and considered changes/amendments to the Town’s Code of Ordinances.
Manager Earp introduced Cy Stober from the Piedmont Triad Regional Council to review the updated Zoning Ordinance as prepared by Mr. Stober and the P&Z Board subcommittee (Martin, Waugh, Morgan, and Hall). Mr. Stober went though each updated as per his presentation attached and presented the proposed new ordinance, also attached.
Manager Earp then reviewed with the Council other changes and amendments to the code of ordinances concerning needed changes due to state legislative regarding the state fire arms laws. 
Following discussion, Councilmember Lovette made a motion to approve the proposed changes/amendments to the Town’s Code of Ordinances as presented. Motion carried 5-0.

The Town Council considered for approval a resolution for adoption of the Regional Hazardous Mitigation Plan. 
Manager Earp presented the Council with an updated Eno-Haw Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan. This plan will replace the current County plan. The new plan has been updated as per the 5 year requirement and Alamance County staff, Guilford County staff, and Orange County staff  have formulated and performed a comprehensive review and evaluation of the newly created Eno-Haw Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan. NCDEM has deemed the Eno-Haw Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan compliant with Section 322 of the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 as well as with relevant state requirements. FEMA has received a draft of the Eno-Haw Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan and is currently reviewing. 
Following discussion, Councilmember Allen made a motion to approve the Resolution of Adoption Eno-Haw Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan as presented. Motion carried 5-0.

Manager’s Update

· Manager Earp and Police Chief Dickens asked the Council to consider approval of contract renewal with the ABSS School Resource Officer Program. The school system pays the officers for their time and the Town provides worker’s compensation coverage. Officers participating in the program typically work 15-20 hours at the school on a weekly basis.

· Councilmember Allen made a motion to approve the contract renewal with ABSS SRO program. Motion carried 5-0.

· The Town of Haw River has prepared to lien several properties owned by Wade Jurney Homes in lieu of payment on several large outstanding utility accounts owed to the Town.

· Retiree Health Insurance networks will be changing as of January first. In addition, the Town is expecting significant price increases. Due to new state legislation, the Town may have the opportunity to join the state health plan and this option is being researched. 
· Manager Earp asked the Council to set a Board of Adjustment meeting to receive a variance request. Council set this meeting for Tuesday, December 1, 2015 at 7:00 pm in the Council Chambers at 403 E Main Street, Haw River, NC.

· The Brewery Feasibility Study has been started. 

· Roof quotes have come in and the HVAC will be approx $14,000 and the roof repairs $34,000. Work will begin as soon as possible.
