Councilmember Lineberry recused himself from any discussion or vote regarding major medical insurance as he is a retiree of the Town and is a recipient of this benefit.

Councilmember Allen made a motion to approve NCLM renewals for major medical health insurance for full time staff and retirees, supplemental policies (including life insurance, short term disability, dental, and vision), worker’s compensation, and property and liability. Motion carried 3-0.

Councilmember Lineberry re-entered the meeting.

7:15 pm 

The Town Council considered for amendment and/or approval the 2017-2018 Fiscal Year Budget for the Town of Haw River. Council also received a presentation of the revenue neutral calculation for the recent property revaluation.

Manager Earp reviewed the revenue neutral calculation for the new property revaluations with the Council. He explained that there are different methods of calculating this number, but he chose to use the conservative method in an effort to be as realistic as possible. While the calculation does show a small tax increase needed for both Town and Fire District ad valorem taxes in order to remain neutral, the proposed budget does not reflect any tax increases. 

Following discussion regarding the proposed budget, Councilmember Lineberry made a motion to approve the Manager’s proposed 2017-2018 Town of Haw River budget. Motion carried 4-0.

Councilmember Allen then made a motion to approve the 2017-2018 Town of Haw River Budget Ordinance. Motion carried 4-0.

The Town Council considered for approval a Resolution Urging the North Carolina General Assembly to Amend House Bill 310 and Senate Bill 377 concerning Small Cell Telecommunication Infrastructure.
Manager Earp informed the Council that both the NC House and the Senate are considering bills that will take away jurisdiction from municipalities regarding small cell telecommunication infrastructure. This infrastructure improves and increases telecommunication coverage, speed, and capabilities; but is often in violation of local zoning ordinances and can be unsightly. The NCLM has spoken in opposition to these proposed bills citing the need for cities to retain oversight over matters of concern such as public safety, space between facilities, aesthetic and appearance, utility undergrounding policies, and historic districts and has provided proposed amendments to address these issues. The League has asked cities to approve resolutions and provide them to members of the General Assembly to support municipalities retaining control over this very important issue that could greatly effect cities and towns. Clerk Eveker read the proposed resolution to the Council and public. 

Following brief discussion, Councilmember Allen made a motion to approve the Resolution Urging the North Carolina General Assembly to Amend House Bill 310 and Senate Bill 377 concerning Small Cell Telecommunication Infrastructure. Motion carried 4-0.

The Town Council considered setting a public hearing date for the required public hearing regarding the Chapter 150 Zoning Code ordinance amendment/update concerning temporary mobile office units and their use in the Town of Haw River.
Manager Earp presented the Council with a proposed update/amendment to the Chapter 150 Zoning Code ordinance regarding temporary mobile office units. The Council agreed that this update/amendment addressed their concerns regarding mobile office units and set a public hearing date to receive public comment on this proposed change. The public hearing will be Monday, July 10th at 7:00 pm in the Haw River Council Chambers at 403 E Main Street.
